This international treaty comprehensively prohilitsster munitions, requires destruction of stolegpi
cluster munitions within eight years and clearaoiceontaminated land within 10 years, and
recognises the rights of individuals and commusiéifected by the weapon to receive assistance.
Since December 2008, a total of 96 governments sigvned the Convention on Cluster Munitions
including stockpilers, former users and producéth® weapon as well as affected countries from
every region of the world.

Nigeria, in coordination with many other Africaratds, actively supported a strong and comprehensive
prohibition on cluster munitions during the treatyegotiation in Dublin in May 2008. Nigeria joined
other governments in formally adopting the Convamaind announced its intent to sign. This
commitment toward the ban was reiterated duringfaican regional conference on cluster munitions
held in Kampala, Uganda in September 2008.

While Nigeria attended the Signing Conference ef@onvention on Cluster Munitions, it did not have
sufficient ‘full powers’ documentation to sign t@®nvention at that time. The Convention is now open
for signature at the United Nations in New Yorkirge you as Minister if Foreign Affairs to sign the
necessary ‘full powers’ documentation and send thé United Nations Treaty Section in New York
for signature.
