This international treaty comprehensively prohilitsster munitions, requires destruction of stolegpi
cluster munitions within eight years and clearaoiceontaminated land within 10 years, and
recognises the rights of individuals and commusitéifected by the weapon to receive assistance.
Since December 2008, a total of 96 governments signed the Convention on Cluster Munitions
including stockpilers, former users and producétb® weapon, as well as affected countries from
every region of the world.

Serbia hosted a crucial meeting of affected coestiuring the process to create the Convention on
Cluster Munitions, where Foreign Minister Vuk Jeremxpressed Serbia’s strong desire for “a treaty
that would eliminate, or at the very least, prahibe use of, cluster munitions.” Serbian officialed
cluster munition survivors, including CMC Spokesumer Branislav Kapetanovic, played an active role
in the process to establish the Convention on €tudtnitions and the negotiations of the treaty in
May 2008.

Serbia has everything to gain from joining the Gamtion and nothing to lose. As an affected country
Serbia should benefit from the Convention’s pramisi on international cooperation and assistance to
clear land contaminated by cluster munitions, w&tfims of the weapon, and destroy its stockpile of
cluster munitions. It is widely accepted that itsrfanitarian impact far outweighs any military usali

the weapon had in the past. The stigma establishélde global ban means Serbia can no longer use
cluster munitions without facing a public and poét backlash.
