CMC Statement on Compliance 
1st Meeting of the States Parties of the Convention on Cluster Munitions

The CMC would like to make a few comments on this agenda item, not because we are faced with any compliance issues at this time, but because it is important for States Parties to consider how they may deal with compliance issues before they arise so that they can do so in a constructive, systematic manner. 

As called for in Article 8.1 of the convention, we hope that any compliance issue that might arise would be handled in a spirit of cooperation with a focus on problem-solving. At the same time, we expect that States Parties will tackle any allegations of non-compliance in a proactive and robust manner. We support the language of the Vientiane Action Plan that echoes this sentiment and suggests ways that such responses may occur.
In addition, the CMC would like to urge States Parties to work quickly to give effect to Article 8.6, which enables States Parties to adopt “such other general procedures or specific mechanisms for clarification of compliance, including facts, and resolution of instances of non-compliance with the provisions of this Convention as it deems appropriate.” Again, in order to avoid an ad hoc approach to dealing with any compliance issues, the CMC encourages States Parties to develop such measures by the 2nd Meeting of the States Parties, and to review them as needed in the future.
